 The trainer used a new approach to teaching a foreign language in my TEFL class. The instructor taught Setswana, which is an official language in Zimbabwe and South Africa, as a foreign language. As in Wikipedia, It is a component of South Africanist and Botswana's lingua franca. The instructor demonstrated how to use Setswana greetings in the classroom. It was confusing to listen to this language, and it seemed like a jingle to me. She used three distinct approaches to introduce these languages. She began by introducing the intonations "dumela" and "dumela rra”. I simply realized it was greetings after observing the way she presented herself. However, I was unable to comprehend the concept or pronunciation. She then used intonations to demonstrate a few postures and gestures. Her expressions made it simple for me to understand the meaning of the text at this point. Practice with a trainer and trainee was the last strategy. The pronunciation made the first round difficult to speak. The second round was simple since I saw how other people dealt with a new language.
I learned from this session that we must be attentive and interested in order to learn a new language. Learning strategies can motivate students to pick up a second language. Learning a foreign language gives you a competitive edge when choosing a career. One can converse in a second language. Studying a foreign language improves memory and listening abilities. Knowing another language makes it easier and more responsible to participate in a multicultural environment.it begins to make relevant connection with more people.it helps to improve the to take decisions and improve self-esteem.

Additionally, some sentences, especially in the last paragraph, could be restructured for better flow and clarity. For example, "it begins to make relevant connection with more people" could be revised to "it helps build meaningful connections with more people." Overall, your response provides a strong reflection on your learning experience, but refining sentence structure and explicitly addressing key strategies would enhance it further.
